LANDLORD FACT SHEET

The following information is to accompany the Landlord Written Application for Service.  This information explains the procedures that Fillmore City follows when dealing with landlord and tenant utilities.

1. A landlord with a long term tenant occupying their property will be unaffected by Ordinance #05-01, until the tenant moves from the property and a new tenant moves into the property, or if the tenant has a delinquent utility bill and power is subsequently terminated.

2. If power is shut off for non-payment of the utility bill or a new tenant moves in, the landlord is required to sign the written application for service by landlords.

3. A landlord/owner has the option to have the utility billing in the name of the landlord or their tenant.

4. If the utility account is in the name of the tenant, the bill will be sent to the tenant.  However, if the tenant becomes delinquent on their utility bill, the tenant and the landlord are both notified of the delinquent status.

5. If the utility account is in the name of the landlord, the utility bill is sent to the landlord or the tenant, whichever the landlord chooses.  The same procedure is followed regarding any delinquency and notices being mailed to both parties.

6. Fillmore City is no longer collecting a utility deposit from tenants.  It is the responsibility of the landlord to collect any utility security deposit in addition to any rental security deposit.

7. If a landlord/property owner does not have a good payment record on a particular property with Fillmore City, the owner is required to make a security deposit for any properties.  This also includes if Fillmore City has taken a loss on a property, owned by the landlord, due to a prior tenant charge-off.  
8. A new property owner, with no prior credit history with Fillmore City, is required to have a security deposit for each property owned and connected to Fillmore City utilities.
